A. Catechism Update

a. The retreats are April 12" for Confirmation students and April 26™ for

B. Adult Faith

meeting on if this was something we would like to get into parishioners’
hands.

b. The possibility of Great Adventures Bible study was discussed. Further
follow-up with St. Rochs and their bible studies needs to be done so we
can possibly coordinate with what they are doing and make parishioners
aware of what is available

c. At the next meeting members will come with ideas on how to educate
catechism parents during the class time

d. RCIA-They will be having a three year reunion of those who have come
into the church and their families. A date needs to be figured with Father
Jim, and it was suggested after a Saturday 4:30 mass.

C. Catholic Schools

a. For enrichment, Michelle will be bringing in a speaker at the beginning of
next year

b. The curriculum guidelines can be made available to commission members
who request it. It is not known if they are online

c. The Catholic Catechism bowl can be offered to catechism kids as well as
school kids

d. Father Tim Burne is coming to speak to the 7"/8™ grade on vocations on
4/28

D. Vocations

a. The day of adoration for vocations was discussed. A time needs to be
discussed with Father Jim as well as promotion and how bring families to
this day of prayer. Jackie Czarnecki is heading this up.

i. A possible time is on a Thursday when adoration already occurs at
the parish

b. A trip to sacred heart with the older students was discussed. The school
goes during the day, and the possibility of inviting catechism students was
discussed.



E. Family Life
a. Bridget presented how to educate families on Adoration. Items 1, 3, and 5
seemed to be most relevant to education commission. Bridget is looking
for someone to help.

The Alliance of the Holy Family International is a global Catholic movement operating in
6 continents under the supervision of the Pontifical Council for the Family of the Holy
See in Rome. In 1990 a group of lay people & clergy from the Philippines organized The
Alliance of the 2 Hearts to restore and strengthen holiness, unity and heal the brokenness
within the family structure. This is done with a two-fold approach: House-to House
evangelization and daily & monthly communion of reparation. The daily/monthly
communion of reparation is lived out with 4 basic elements, rosary, reconciliation, holy
hours of adoration, receiving communion frequently. The family is 1% consecrated to the
hearts of Jesus & Mary in an enthronement ceremony which is conducted in the home.
This is done by an AHFI missionary or local coordinator who has been trained in a
Promoters Seminar affiliated with the AHFI chapters. This promise (enthronement) is
the family’s way of striving to daily as a family (all or partially present) the 4 basic
elements. It is how the family unites themselves in love & prayer. Secondly, the families
attend a monthly communion of reparation with other enthroned families offering public
prayers of reparation. Our parish vigil is modified to fit the needs of our community &
does provide the 4 basic elements mentioned & allows for the individual choose their
path of spirituality. | am present @ each vigil to address any need or question occurring
throughout the night. I am currently working with Peggy Laginess (Thursday adoration
coordinator) to have a more efficient adoration signup in place & the possibility of

making this a part of our cluster partner
