Next Sunday May 25th the church will celebrate the Solemnity 

of the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ or in the Latin lan-

guage, Corpus et Sanguis Christ. In honor of this feast the 

11:30AM Mass will be followed by an outdoor Eucharistic Pro-

cession with the Blessed Sacrament exposed in the monstrance.  

This will be followed by benediction & a parish potluck so-

cial.  The 4th degree K of C will be present for both the mass 

and the procession.  This solemnity is the Church's official act 

of homage and gratitude to Christ.  When Jesus instituted the 

Holy Eucharist on Holy Thursday, he gave to the Church her 

greatest treasure: His own body, blood, soul, & divinity-Christ 

truly and substantially present in the Eucharist.   When we 

process, receive, or kneel in adoration before the Blessed Sacra-

ment we too make a public witness showing our belief in this.  
Eucharist Processions are used as a means of giving honor & 

inviting the faithful into a deeper relationship with Christ him-

self.  We walk with Jesus in a similar fashion to that of the 

apostles.  Just imagine the impact that was made to the people 

who witnessed  Pope John Paul II as he would annually lead the 

Corpus Christi procession from St. Peter's Square onto the 

streets of Rome. 

In a letter to bishops written in 1980, Pope John Paul II states  

'Eucharistic worship constitutes the soul of all Christian 

life'  (Dominicae Cenae, n.5). On June 9th, he said 'How elo-

quently Corpus Christi helps us to deepen our understanding 

of the truth that the Eucharist is the Sacrament of the human 

pilgrimage'.
